Member Position Description

Kennedy Heights Community Center
Overview: AmeriCorps is a network of local, state, and national service programs that connects more than 70,000 Americans each year in intensive service to meet our country’s critical needs in education, public safety, health, and the environment. 

This project places  AmeriCorps members into after school youth programs with a focus on tutoring, volunteering, creating service learning opportunities and creating safe spaces for youth.  This is a one year term of service beginning Sept. 1, 2010 – Aug. 30, 2011.

Host Sight: Kennedy Heights Community Center, located on Madison’s north side, provides programs and services to low-income families. Our Mission is to  create a community support network for low to moderate income families; to increase available resources and programs to improve the lives of residents; and to develop and present social, educational, recreational and cultural programs for children, youth, and adults.

The center, located in the heart of our service area, offers an expanding list of programs and services to the Madison community. About 50% of the community center participants are Hmong and over 95% of program participants are from low-income families.

As an AmeriCorps member you would be joining a small, dedicated team of staff and many volunteers to help deliver a variety of programs and services to this vibrant and diverse community. You will gain experience mentoring, tutoring, working on team, planning community service projects and knowledge of positive youth development and non-profit management

Duties and Responsibilities 

1. Assist with the development, preparation, delivery and supervision of youth programming for older elementary, middle and some high school youth 

2. Participate in weekly AmeriCorps members meetings and training hours (Fridays from 9:00 AM – 1:00 PM)

3. Assist in record keeping and program reporting 

4. Assist with multiple programs including after school, open computer lab, and summer youth  camp and either Girls Inc. program or Boys Development Group

5. Provide one on one tutoring to youth at risk of academic failure.

6. Assist in developing and engaging youth in community service projects for Kennedy Heights programs 

7. Maintain Kennedy Heights space, materials, and equipment

8. Ensure safe and enriching environment for all Kennedy Heights participants

9. Assist in planning and implementing special projects and seasonal events as needed.

10. Participate in PASS and site orientation and AmeriCorps opening and closing ceremonies.  Dates to be announced

11. Other duties as assigned by site supervisor.

Compensation and Benefits

1. Members receive a monthly stipend of $435 pre tax. 
2. Health and Dental Care Insurance for a single person.  PASS pays premiums and the member is responsible for 20% of any costs.  Insurance does not include spouse or dependents.

3. Child-care Allowance: If, according to family income guidelines, the member qualifies, a childcare allowance is available. 

4. Educational Award: Upon successful completion of the member’s full time term of service, the member will receive an educational award of $5350 from the National Service Trust.  The educational award can be used toward: 

· Cost of attending a Title IV institution of higher education.

· The balance on an existing federally insured student loan

· The cost of attending a qualified vocational school

· The cost of participating in an approved school to work program.

· There is a 7 year window to use the award

· The award is taxed 

5. Loan Forbearance. The member is eligible to have the repayment of certain student loans postponed during their term of service. 

6. Professional Development: AmeriCorps members will receive a training stipend, tutor and volunteer management, and extensive professional development training throughout the term of service. 

Minimum Qualifications:

1. The member must be a citizen of the United States, a United Stated national, or legal permanent resident of the United States

2. The member must be at least 18 years old

3. The member must have a high school degree or equivalent

4. The member may not have served in this or any other AmeriCorps program more than once

5. The member must satisfactorily pass a criminal records check 

6. The member must have a valid drivers license
